The Tamil monthly journal called ‘Babaji Aanmigam’ has started carrying a series on Shri
Kamakshi Baba. These are penned by Dr. Haripriya Rangarajan, life-member, DMS. In this

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Dear Member,

The medical report came as a rude shock to Kumar (name disguised). It said “Myeloid
Leukaemia’. Although the report stated that the inference was ‘only suggestive’, Leukaemia
was a horrible thing to happen, that also to one’s father. Kumar did not know what Leukaemia
meant except what he had seen in movies but knew it spelt death.

Kumar’s father had been hospitalised rather suddenly about 10 days back for surgery of
fissures. The surgery had been decided upon rather abruptly by the doctor at the hospital
where Kumar’s father had been admitted and seeing the suffering he was going through,
Kumar’s family had readily given the go-ahead for the surgery. The tests done had revealed
other complications and the test for Leukaemia was one such. Kumar had just collected the
medical report and learnt that his father suffered possibly from leukaemia.

He decided not to tell anybody at home. Walking towards his house with a heavy heart, he
suddenly remembered there was to be a Saturday prayer meeting of DMS in the next street. He
desperately looked for an outlet for his woes and decided to meet Guruji and maybe tell Him
about his father.

As he rose after prostrating and explained the medical condition about his father, he was
shocked at Guruji’s response: “The doctor should not have done surgery at all. It was not at all
fissures but a manifestation of cancer. The surgery has in fact precipitated the problem.
Applying the knife on the so-called fissures had led to the spread of cancer”.
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Kumar was dumbstruck at this revelation.

Guruji told Kumar to have a check with a certain Dr.BM in Tamilnad Hospitals. “But there is no
cure” Guruji added.

After meeting Dr.BM, Kumar reported to Guruji that the doctor had said he would be able to
proceed with treating his father in his hospital only after paying the advance of Rs. 2.5 lakhs (this
figure in the 90s).

“Why don’t you check with another oncologist? Try Dr.Subramaniam. But there is no cure.”
Guruji matter-of-fact told Kumar.

Kumar took the reports to Dr. Subramaniam and he also confirmed the diagnosis and added that
the disease has reached an advanced stage.

Considering Kumar’s financial situation there was no way he could consider the possibility of
treatment as he could not afford it.

Even today Kumar keeps remembering the words of Guruji “There is no cure” and wonders
when there was no cure, why was Guruji asking him to refer to two doctors.

All this started on 19th July 1991. Kumar could see a decline in his father’s condition. On 2nd
August 1991 the DMS prayer meeting was held at Kumar’s house. Before he could talk about
his father, Guruji began telling Kumar about the developing ailment. “It will be frightful to see
because the count of WBC 1s more than 2 lakh cells whereas the normal count for a human being
is 7000. The immature WBC in its attempt to get oxygen will keep coming out of the body
through the sweat pores and other openings whenever there is an opportunity which will each
time become uncontrollable. It could be through the cheeks, through the gums, through the
anus....” Kumar recalls no doctor ever explained this or described what Guruji described. He
also recalls that thereafter, whenever he used to assist his father after toileting, blood would flow
uncontrollably. When blood erupted through the gums, wads of cotton would not suffice as each
wad would get soaked with blood. It was as though Guruji could visualise and narrate what was
to happen.

Still Kumar had not told his father about the disease. Guruji had reiterated “Tell your people at
home. There isno cure”.

Kumar’s mother accompanied him to prostrate before Guruji after the prayer meeting. As she
arose, He anointed Kumkum saying “May Dhairyalakshmi bless you. May you have the
dhairyam”. (Dhairyam means courage.) Kumar’s mother took leave but Kumar stayed. ““Your
father cannot expect to survive beyond 18th August. Tell everybody athome”. Guruji instructed.

It became apparent to the family that Kumar’s father was terminally ill although Kumar never
disclosed the details; in fact Kumar’s father was in the dark himself that his life was to be very
short-lived. “Your father should be told. He may need to discuss certain things with your
mother” Guruji had instructed and Kumar did not comply.

Precisely on 18th August Kumar’s father passed away — the last date mentioned by Guruji.

Guruji was furious with Kumar that he had not told his father that he was suffering from terminal
cancer.
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“I did not know what it is to have faith then. Also, my mind was so unclear. I could never afford
expensive treatment. In retrospect [ realise that faith in the Guru should be unconditional. He has
areason for everything,” Kumar feels.

A few points that need to be shared with readers:

Faith in the Guru needs to be unconditional and implicit. But the biggest enemy of faith is our
own mind. We give enough justification for not following the Guru’s instruction.

Even though Kumar was told to refer to two oncologists, each time Guruji would add “There is
NO cure”. Why should Kumar have to go to meet the Oncologists?

The answers could be that if he did not meet any oncologist and merely relied on Guruji’s
forecast that there can be no cure, it is possible later on he might develop a sense of guilt, that
maybe had he tried, his father could have been saved. Secondly, the reason for his not accepting
the doctor’s offer was the cost. So contra to a layman’s logic, by listening to Guruji, at least he
knew the pros and cons and thereafter took the decision.

Thirdly, the narration given by Guruji of how blood would flow uncontrollably was a sort of
mental video clipping of the suffering his father was to go through very shortly — no doctor
explained this the way Guruji did. Had Kumar not met Guruji he would never have seen the
difference between how Guruji narrated the future suffering and what the doctors had told him.

From the above it can be seen that only through faith the extraordinary powers of the Guru gets
established and this in turn builds one’s faith.

Lastly, Kumar realises the extraordinary powers of the Guru. Guruji is not a medical person yet
he not only diagnoses the surgery as unwarranted but even predicts it is Cancer and that the
surgery in fact has led to the sudden proliferation of the cancer cells.

Guruji cannot control our actions — He can only repeat His advice — Kumar should have
undoubtedly told his father about the terminal nature of the affliction. But Kumar did not. Of
course we do not know what the implications are but maybe the father would have wanted to
confide in the mother about important family matters, maybe it was in his mind but he never
thought his life would end shortly...

Why did Guruji not forestall Kumar from having the surgery of fissures done if that could have
delayed the onset of cancer? He has a line of balance (judgement) which is super human. “Never
judge the Guru by your yardstick” He would say.

Devotees experience the grace of the Guru through one or few instances such as these. The
incident has built up in Kumar extraordinary faith in Guruji and it was this faith that gave him
withstanding power when he faced crises in his life at later points of time.

A Rejuvenated Shivakumar

The Patient who is presented here is an example of a prevalent social problem.

The patient Shivakumar is a victim of alcoholism. He presented himself at our Gandhi nagar
clinic with complaints of vomiting, loss of appetite, loss of weight and passing high coloured
urine since two weeks.

It looked like a simple case of infective hepatitis — a disease of the liver caused by contaminated
food. But it was not so. He was investigated for hepatitis and it was found that he had alcoholic
hepatitis and early cirrhosis of the liver. The patient is just 30 years old and has been taking
alcohol from 11 years of age. He was pushed in to this hell by his own father. As a child his father
used to send him to buy liquor from the shop- this was an almost every day affair.

One fine day he tasted liquor and started consuming it every day. Thus slowly he started digging
his own grave. He became a full blown alcoholic by 15 years of age! Now he wants to stop
drinking but he is unable to do — since he has dependence on alcohol. He was brought to us by his
mother and his wife, who badly wants to have a child. In his present condition it is difficult for
her to conceive. We had to get down to the job. He was first treated for hepatitis and after he
recovered he was given counseling and weaned away from alcohol. His withdrawal symptoms
like tremors, hot flushes and insomnia were treated. The family was given counseling on how to
handle him. The father was sent away to a deaddiction centre for treatment. Now the couple are
being treated for childlessness. Now Shivakumar is a new and reformed person. Some day God
should bless them with a child. We don’t know how many Shivakumars like this are wasting
away their lives.
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
